Images add life to your presentation.
• Visuals stay in mind longer than text because they evoke emotion.
• Keep them simple so they are easy to understand.
• Visuals can be used to cue thoughts, guide discussion, and control pace.

• Use font big enough for 

audience to read
• Incorporate graphics

Handouts
• Audiences like handouts
• One page summary or fun 

presentation slides
• Useful for notetaking
• Delivered before or after 

presentation (your choice)
